Chance the heart thumping thrill rides like Lethal Weapon, Wild West Falls and the Scooby-Doo Spooky Coaster or enjoy all the fun of Looney Tunes Village and the spectacular Main Street Star Parade. 

Sea World offers a unique environment of entertainment and understanding. Touch marine life wonders and experience a whole world of exciting rides and attractions including the amazing new Shark Bay. 

Visit the very special Polar bear cubs Hudson and Nelson and their friends Lia and Lutik at Polar Bear Shores or take an interactive journey into the world of the endangered dugong at the new Dugong Discovery Exhibit.

Wet’n’Wild Water World has visitors twisting and twirling in the giant Whirlpool, or in the cooler months by the heavenly Whirlpool Hot Springs. Venture the thrills and spills of Mammoth Falls, Terror Canyon II and Super 8 Aqua Racer. Take it easy at Calypso Beach, or catch a Dive-in Movie at the Giant Wave Pool.

Dreamworld is Queensland’s number one tourist attraction and is an action packed adventure for the entire family. Home to some of the tallest and fastest rides in the world, Dreamworld’s latest thriller is called The Claw. Don’t miss the Nick Central kids zone bursting with 16 different rides and attractions and oozing with family fun.
